Huitzilopochtli was so 
angry that he cut off 
Coyolxauhqui’s head and 
threw it into the sky to 
become the moon.become the moon.

Not just one calendar

1st-365 days to represent 1st-365 days to represent 
the agricultural or solar year 
(related to the seasons)



2nd-260 days-sacred 
calendar
divides the days and rituals 
between the gods
Without it the world would Without it the world would 
come to an end
In other words, the struggle 
can not be dominated by 
any one god.



World exists because it 
is in a constant state of 
equilibrium which is 
constantly at risk of 
being disrupted by being disrupted by 
shifting powers of the 
gods
